The Parson’s Paragraphs

Five Risen Savior members (David & Donna Chelini, Louise & Bob Martin, and I) spent the final days of the
Easter season in a place that is struggling for life: New Orleans. Under the auspices of RAI (Restoration
Assistance Incorporated) Ministries, we spent most of the week at Camp Restore - an improvised place of
room, board and fellowship on a church (and former school) campus.

We will make an SOS presentation at some point, but for now, I wish to reflect on the week, using
letters that were seen “"everywhere”: NOLA (New Orleans, Louisiana). I learned, grew and was drawn closer to
God and His people.

N = "nothing." Within the city proper, many of the neighboring parishes (counties), and especially in St.
Bernard Parish and the lower 9™ ward, many people were left with nothing. Wondering why there was not
more assistance for those in need, I discovered everyone was in need; therefore, few could give assistance.
Upon reflection, I know that each of us owns, has and ultimately controls nothing. God is the Giver and
Owner; we are His stewards. As the hymn writer wrote, "We give Thee but Thine own ...," and T was reminded
of our complete dependence - not on governments or groups - but on the Lord God.

O = "others.” I was inspired and humbled by the care and concern local residents showed toward each
other. Honestly, I neither saw nor heard one remark or action that smacked of racism. I'm sure it exists and
is felt; however, I gave thanks for the good spirit and bonds among the residents ... and expressed toward us
"outsiders.” Upon reflection, I realize, again, that God sent His only Son, Jesus, who became as one of us
others - except without sin. Today, we - the Church - are privileged to minister to, among and with others in
His holy Name.

L = "love." New Orleans people ‘love’ their "Who dat?" Saints ... and they share love in words and deeds.
Our ministry teams - including a beautiful group of collegians from Carmel Lutheran Church, Carmel, Indiana -
were thanked and praised for sharing our time, energy and love with those still striving to recover from a
tragedy of fiveyears ago! Upon reflection, I know that God's love in Christ fills, overwhelms and motivates us
to do good works. As with other acts of loving kindness, we received as much (yes, more!) than we gave.

A = "again." Would I do this again? Yes! We were welcomed, provided for, taught, encouraged, inspired
(and tired), and definitely blessed. Wary of “doing things local folks could/should do,” I was particularly
attentive to this concern. What I heard were “"Thank you,” and "We just can't believe people keep coming
here five years later,” and "God bless you - come again.” Friends, this is not about the NOLA-Five from Green
Valley . . . this is about the Church in action - giving and receiving. And - this is my invitation for you to
consider something like this locally, regionally, nationally or internationally. Please ask any of us for more
information on Camp Restore ... and join us for the SOS "show"!
