 ‘Tis the “merry month of May”!  That works well for a song … but what about our Christian lives and daily 

“walk”?  Because the Church Year depends on the dating of Easter, one May is different from the next.  This year, we get 

to celebrate three wonderful festivals during May: Ascension, Pentecost and Trinity!  As we enter a new month, here are 

a few “reflections” on these days --- and their meanings for our lives. 
 

 The Ascension of our Lord is the fortieth day of the Easter Season.  As Jesus entered into His earthly ministry, He 

took forty days in the wilderness – to reflect the forty years of wilderness wanderings by the children of Israel.  During 

those forty days of fasting, He prepared for a personal encounter with Satan.  After His baptism with water by John the 

Baptist, this was, in a sense, His baptism by fire!  He defeated Satan and was ready for three years of public ministry. 

 During those years of preaching, teaching and healing, He was preparing disciples (“followers”) to carry on the 

ministry.  He assured them He would not leave or forsake them, and again, before ascending, promised to be with them 

(and us!) always … until His second coming.  On Ascension Day, our Lord returned to the realms of heavenly glory with 

the Father, now ruling over all creation for the sake of His Church.  We, the Church, continue His ministry and “make 

disciples” through the power of His Word. 
 

 The Festival Day of Pentecost was a long-standing Jewish holy day and time.  This was an “up” time of 

celebration – also known as the “Feast of Weeks.”  As “Pentecost” (“pente” – fifty) is seven weeks (fifty days) after 

Easter, so it had been fifty days (seven weeks of seven days – feast of weeks) after Passover.  God’s people gathered to 

celebrate His goodness and blessings, and to celebrate the abundance He provided.  While “camped” around Mount 

Sinai, Moses and the Israelites celebrated this festival. 

 Today, we relate to the first “Christian” Pentecost, when God’s Holy Spirit was poured out upon early believers.  

They spoke in foreign languages (tongues), and made known the truth of the Good News of Jesus.  Sometimes, we refer 

to this as the “Birthday of the Church.”  We rejoice that the Spirit continues to work through the Gospel in our lives and 

ministries today.  (Many of us also wear RREEDD that day!) 
 

 The Feast Day of the Holy Trinity is a humanly designed day of celebration.  We rejoice with the Father at 

Christmas, with the Son on Resurrection Day, and the Holy Spirit on Pentecost.  As “Trinitarian people,” believing in the 

Triune God (one God – three Persons), and it is appropriate to celebrate and to honor and glorify our Lord! 

 There are varieties of symbols for each of the Persons and for the Trinity.  Be prepared to think of these and 

observe them . . . even as we note the importance and functions of these Persons in our lives.  While the Trinity is not 

fully understood nor can we explain it, Holy Scripture is clear that this is the one, true God. 
 

 For those who remain (or in your church back home), I pray you will observe and participate in these times of 

special corporate worship.  You and I are privileged to come before the Triune God, offer our incomplete worship efforts 

to Him, and know that He loves us, accepts us, has saved us, and will one day welcome us to Himself in glory. 

 A blessed month of May … in the Lord!
